We invite fellows for visits of three to six months during 2026, preferably during the spring or the
autumn term. Fellows are expected to participate in events and in scientific exchange (a regular
colloquium) during their stay.

You hold an excellent PhD or a junior professorship in any of the disciplines represented at the
University of Basel. Fellowships are awarded based on scientific merit, the quality of the application,
and how the application speaks to the theme of "Conflict and Cooperation". We welcome applications
from all over the world.

The fellowships offer an exciting opportunity for highly motivated and proficient PostDoctoral scholars
to contribute to a vibrant research community, expand their personal networks, and advance their
own projects.

Basiliense.

The fellowship grant offers CHF 5000 per month for the duration of your stay in Basel, travel costs,
office space, subsidized accommodation at the University guest house, and other benefits.
